THIS KIT CONTAINS THE ITEMS PICTURED AND LABELLED BELOW.
DO NOT PROCEED UNTIL YOU ARE SURE ALL PARTS ARE PRESENT.

Please note that the way the kit is packed does not necessarily represent the way of
mounting to the bike

Please note that in cases where kits are packed with rubber washers holding the components onto
the bolt — the rubber washers should be thrown away!

TOOLS REQUIRED
e  Socket set to include 15, 17 and 22mm A/F sockets and wrench.
e 22mm spanner.
e  Set of metric Allen keys to include 8mm A/F.
e Torque wrench (up to 40Nm).

ITEM 1 = BC0002 CRASH PROTECTOR CAPS (x2).

ITEM 2 = M10x1.25x70mm LONG HEX HEAD BOLTS (R&L CRASH PROTECTOR BOLTS) (x2).
ITEM 3 = M10 PLAIN WASHERS (x2).

ITEM 4 = LW0001 (M12 SHAKE PROOF WASHERS) (x2).

ITEM 5 = B0O061 with CS0341 (10mm) (BOTH CRASH PROTECTORS) (x2).

ITEM 6 = S0307 SPACER (R&L-H-S) (x2).

ITEM 7 = E0051 EXTENSION 52mm LONG (L-H-S) (x1).

ITEM 8 = EB052 ENGINE BAR 265mm LONG (x1).
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EITTING INSTRUCTIONS

Near side (left side as you sit on bike)

Undo the nut on the engine bolt located mid-engine as arrowed in picture ‘A’.

Take R&G tie bar and, with a soft hammer, use it to knock through the OEM bolt leaving equal
amounts protruding on each side of the frame.

Fit the extensions on each end of engine bar (the smaller diameter goes inside the frame) and
tighten ensuring equal amounts of threads are engaged on both sides.

Slide one of the 10mm washers (item 3) onto the M10x70mm long hexagon headed bolt (item 2)
so washer sits against head of bolt.

Slide serrated locking washer (item 4) over the bolt so it sits against washer just fitted.

Next slide the bolt with washers through either crash protector (item 5) so head of bolt and
washers goes into counter-bore in bobbin.

Place either of the spacers (item 6) over the exposed end of bolt so the larger diameter sits against
the crash protector.

Offer the crash protector and spacer assembly into the threaded hole in the extension (as shown in
picture ‘A’) and tighten bolt until you feel some compression from inside the protector using
17mm socket and wrench. PLEASE NOTE THE CRASH PROTECTOR MUST BE
POSITIONED AS IN PICTURE ‘C’ WITH BIGGER END TOWARD FRONT OF BIKE.
Turn a little more so that you feel the compression increase slightly. Then apply a quarter turn.
Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40nm of torque.

Off side (right side as you sit on bike)

Slide the remaining 10mm washer (item 3) onto the remaining M10x70mm long hexagon headed
bolt (item 2) so washer sits against head of bolt.

Slide serrated locking washer (item 4) over the bolt so it sits against washer just fitted.

Next slide the bolt with washers through the remaining crash protector (item 5) so head of bolt and
washers goes into counter-bore in bobbin.

Place the remaining spacer (item 6) over the exposed end of bolt so the larger diameter sits against
the crash protector.

Offer the crash protector and spacer assembly into the threaded hole in the extension (as shown in
picture ‘B’) and tighten bolt until you feel some compression from inside the protector using
17mm socket and wrench. PLEASE NOTE THE CRASH PROTECTOR MUST BE
POSITIONED AS IN PICTURE ‘C’ WITH BIGGER END TOWARD FRONT OF BIKE.
Turn a little more so that you feel the compression increase slightly. Then apply a quarter turn.
Do not over tighten as damage can occur to the bike. Do not exceed 40nm of torque.

If not already fitted fit bubble stickers into recess of both crash protector caps.

Fit crash protector caps into both crash protectors.

Article 5 = B0061 avec CS0341 (10mm) (2 protections) (x2).
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Article 6 =S0307 Entretoise (Coté gauche et droit) (x2).
Article 7 = E0051 Extension de 52mm (Coté gauche) (x1).
Article 8 = EB052 Barre de moteur de 265mm (x1).

Instructions de montage

Coté gauche assis sur la moto:

Défaire I’écrou sur le boulon de moteur situé a mi-moteur (photo A).

Prendre 'attache barre R&G et, avec un maillet, bloquer a travers le boulon d’origine en
laissant dépasser de longueur égale des 2 cotés.

Installer I'extension sur chaque extrémité de la barre de moteur (le plus petit diameétre
va a l'intérieur du cadre) et serrer en s’assurant que des longueurs égales soient
engagées des 2 cotés.

Glisser une des rondelles de 10mm (article 3) sur le long boulon a téte hexagonale
M10x70mm (article 2) de fagcon a ce que la rondelle aille se loger contre la téte du
boulon.

Faire glisser la rondelle dentelée (article 4) autour du boulon de sorte a ce qu’elle aille
se loger contre la rondelle tout juste installée.

Faire glisser ensuite le boulon avec les rondelles a travers une des 2 protections (article
5) de sorte a ce que la téte du boulon et les rondelles aillent en contre alésage dans la
bobine.

Placer I'une des entretoises (article 6) autour de I'extrémité visible du boulon de fagon a
ce que le plus gros diametre se loge contre le protection.

Mettre la 'ensemble protection + Entretoise dans le trou fileté dans I'extension (Photo
A) et serrer le boulon jusqu’a sentir une légére compression de l'intérieur de la
protection a 'aide d’une clef de 17mm

Coté droit assis sur la moto:
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e Glisser I'autre rondelle de 10mm (article 3) sur le long boulon a téte hexagonale restant
M10x70mm (article 2) de fagon a ce que la rondelle aille se loger contre la téte du
boulon.

e Faire glisser la rondelle dentelée (article 4) autour du boulon de sorte a ce gu’elle aille
se loger contre la rondelle tout juste installée.

e Faire glisser ensuite le boulon avec les rondelles a travers la protection restante (article
5) de sorte a ce que la téte du boulon et les rondelles aillent en contre alésage dans la
bobine.

e Placer I'entretoise restante (article 6) autour de I'extrémité visible du boulon de facon a
ce que le plus gros diametre se loge contre la protection.

o Mettre la I'ensemble protection + Entretoise dans le trou fileté dans I’extension (Photo
B) et serrer le boulon jusqu’a sentir une légére compression de l'intérieur de la
protection a I'aide d’une clef de 17mm

Goods may only be returned direct to us if they were
purchased direct from us (customer must prove if necessary). Otherwise to be returned to original vendor. Goods must be in re-
sellable condition, in the opinion of R&G Racing. All returns are subject to a 25% restocking and handling fee (25% of the gross value
exc. P&P — at the prevailing price at time of purchase). The customer must pay any and all carriage charges. No returns of
discontinued products, unless within 14 days of purchase. This policy does not affect your statutory rights and does not refer to faulty
goods.
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
