Removal

Remove the right side number plate.

Loosen exhaust clamp between the stock
header and muffler.

While securely supporting the stock muffler
assembly, remove the muffler chassis mount bolt
and carefully remove the stock muffler.

Remove the header nuts and remove the stock
header.

Note: The stock exhaust gasket will be re-used
with the Yoshimura system. Inspect and
replace if necessary.

Installation

Install (No. 1,2) 2446SDM and 2386SDR-TI-0,
manifold and flange to exhaust port using the
stock header nuts. Do not torque at this time.

Note: Hook (No. 10) RACE-SPS-1, medium
exhaust springs onto flange to ease
installation on header in next step.

Install (No. 3) 24471-704, header into (No. 1)
2446SDM, manifold. Check to make sure header
is fully seated in manifold and torque header
nuts. Secure header to manifold using the
springs hooked on flange in previous step.

Install (No. 4) 24471-744, tailpipe inlet over
(No. 3) 24471-704, header outlet. Align chassis
mount bracket to chassis and secure using the
stock chassis mount bolt. Do not torque at this
time.

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Install (No. 6) Z1022, rubber grommet into
muffler mount bracket.

Install (No. 7) ALS-003, aluminum spacer into
(No. 6) Z1022, rubber grommet.

Install (No. 5) muffler, over (No. 4) 24471-744,
tailpipe outlet. Align muffler mount bracket to
muffler mount and secure using (No. 8,9)
SBMMWASHERL and M8X35H, 8mm washer
and bolt. Torque muffler mount bolt to factory
specification.

Torque the stock tailpipe chassis mount bolt to
factory specification.

Torque header nuts to factory specification.

Install (No. 11) RACE-SPX-1, small exhaust
spring between muffler and tailpipe.

Install (No. 10) RACE-SPS-1, medium exhaust
spring between tailpipe and header.

. Before starting vehicle, check for proper

clearance between new exhaust system and
rear suspension (i.e. tire, swingarm, brakes,
rear shock, and etc.) If any problem is found,
please carefully follow through the installation
steps again. If problem still persists, please call

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12. It is recommended that the muffler and tailpipe
be wiped down with rubbing alcohol to remove
oil and fingerprints. This will help prevent
tarnishing of the finish after the exhaust is
heated up.

Note: After starting motorcycle, it is normal for
new exhaust system and muffler to emit
smoke until oil residue burns off.
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
